The Global Compact on Migration will be used to enhance coordination in the multidimensional field of international migration and will serve as a framework for comprehensive international cooperation to address migrants, human mobility and all aspects of international migration. 

Annex II of the New York Declaration set in motion a process of intergovernmental consultations and negotiations which is to culminate in the planned adoption of the Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and Regular Migration at an intergovernmental conference on international migration in 2018.  Within this process, IOM and the UN Secretary General have been requested to service the negotions while UNHCR is one of the UN Agencies that have been requested to contribute its expertise.

In the New York Declaration, Member States also requested UNHCR to lead a consultative process leading to the adoption of a Global Compact for Refugees.
